Uniform

The new school blazer can only be purchased from the school office as we have sought a supplier that
can provide a good quality garment at a competitive price that has the school emblem embroidered
onto the pocket. The cost of a blazer is £24 and school tie is £3.50, however if you purchase both
items together we can offer a discounted price of £25 for both the blazer and the tie.

All students in all year groups will be required to wear a blazer in the new school and they will be
expected to have them for the start of the new school term in September. There are a variety of sizes
available and these will be on sale in reception from Monday 9" June, reception is open from 8.00am
until 4.00pm Monday to Friday we will inform you of other opportunities available to purchase
uniform.

Summer Uniform

In previous years we have allowed students to wear the school navy polo shirt during the final half
term of the summer. Due to the pending changes to the whole school uniform for September we are
not allowing the wearing of navy polo shirts this summer. Pupils must always wear a white shirt and
their tie, if they wish to wear a short sleeve shirt this is acceptable, students must always have a
jumper with them to account for unpredictable changes in the British weather!!.
