Time Allocation: 5 - 8 weeks

and words to influence their readers and learn to use these techniques
in their own speech and writing.

Extended Learning

Unit/Topic: Playing with Words

Type (No of) Tasks: Individual Tasks (weekly)

Time Allocation: 4 - 6 Weeks (4 lessons/week)

Time Allocation: 30 - 40 mins/week

Outline: This particular unit centres on the English language and how it has
changed over time and how words are used to grab the attention of readers.

Students will learn to recognise the differences between texts from the past
and present day, they will also examine texts that are written in Standard Eng-
lish and dialect. Students will also investigate some of the techniques used by
writers to make an impact on their readers.

This unit is important because;

0 Looking at texts from the past helps students to understand how English
has developed into the English we use today.

0 Thinking about the links between language and identity helps pupils ex-
press their own personality in their own writing.

] Understanding how writers choose their words helps students to develop

their own writing.

Outline: Extended Learning for this particular unit of work takes the form of
individual homework tasks that students are expected to complete on a weekly
basis. The type of task set would be at the discretion of the teacher but would
include the following examples.

U Research into how language has developed.

. Research looking at texts from the past.

. Drafting and re -drafting written work.

Unit/Topic: Scripts and sketches

Type (No of) Tasks: Individual Tasks (Weekly)

Time Allocation: 4 i 6 Weeks (4 lessons per week)

Time Allocation: 30 & 40 mins

Outline: In this unit students will read extracts from different plays and one
complete play. They will explore how writers create and develop character
through speech and action. They will learn how a story is different from a play,
write their own play script and evaluate the effectiveness of dramatic perform-
ance.

This will involve them in investigating a range of writing techniques, asking ques-
tions about scripts and identifying links with other forms of literature, as well
as working with others to present a dramatic performance

Research on different writers and their work.

0 Writing dialogue as a story and a play.
