Paper. The exam requires students to read a booklet containing three extracts 

and students then answer questions that demonstrate their reading skills. 

Through the study of fiction and non -fiction texts students are guided to 

learn and develop their reading skills.  

A mock exam will take place in December to assess pupilsõ progress. 

The learning outcomes for this particular unit will be:  

Developing reading strategies including skimming, scanning and close  

           reading. 

To be able to use evidence from the text to support answers.  

To be able to use Point, Evidence and Explanation effectively. (P.E.E)  

Understanding how the writer uses language for effect.  

To be able to write effective SATs answers

To understand Format, Audience and Purpose.  

To be able to use formal and informal language appropriately.  

To develop technical writing skills: grammar, spelling and sentence 

structure.

Unit/Topic: Novel   Type (No of) Tasks: (Weekly)  

Time Allocation: 8 - 12 weeks   Time Allocation: 30 - 60 minutes / week  

Outline:  

This particular unit centres on work surrounding a Novel that is selected by 

the particular teacher.  In exploring the Novel students are guided to learn 

and develop both their reading and writing skills relative to the stimulus of the 

Novel. 

Throughout this unit of work, students would also complete one lesson with a 

specific focus upon the development of their literacy skills.

Unit/Topic: GCSE coursework ð Imaginative/Descriptive Piece   Type (No of) Tasks: GCSE Coursework  

Time Allocation: 5 ñ8 weeks   Time Allocation: 60 - 90 minutes / week  

Outline:  

In this unit students will explore the fundamental knowledge, skills and 

techniques required to complete their first piece of GCSE coursework.  

The choice of coursework would be dependant upon the teaching group 

that the student is in but would either be an imaginative or descriptive 

piece. 

 

Using a piece of text as a stimulus, students will learn  how to most ef-

fectively complete and imaginative or descriptive piece of writing.  

 

 

 

 

 

 Outline:  
Extended learning for this unit of work centres around the successful comple-

tion of the first piece of GCSE coursework (prior to Yr10).  Students will be 

expected to complete the coursework to meet both the set deadline and their 

individual attainment target.
