Curriculum Learning   Extended Learning  

Unit/Topic: A Self portrait/Personal writing   Type (No of) Tasks: Coursework (1)  

Time Allocation: 3 weeks (2 lessons per week)   Time Allocation: 60 mins per week.  

Outline: In this unit students will explore the fundamental knowledge, 

skills and techniques required to complete their first piece of course-

work.  The coursework is an autobiographical piece of writing.  

Using texts as a stimulus, students will learn how to most effectively 

plan, prepare and complete an autobiographical piece of writing.  

The writing will form part of written coursework but will also form the 

basis for a speaking and listening task in Year 11 .  
 

 

 

 

 

 

 Outline: Extended learning for this unit of work centres around the 

successful completion of the first piece of coursework in Year 10.  Stu-

dents will be expected to complete the coursework to meet both the set 

deadline and their individual attainment target.  

The tasks would include the following examples.  

Research including interviews with relatives.  

Reading relevant texts with associated questions.  

Worksheets to develop specific technical skills (E.g. punctuation)  

Drafting and redrafting written work.     
 

 

Curriculum Learning   Extended Learning  

Unit/Topic: Play   Type (No of) Tasks: Individual tasks weekly/coursework  

Time Allocation: 8 - 12 weeks   Time Allocation: 30 - 60 minutes weekly  

Outline: This particular unit centres on work surrounding a play that is 

being studied for the course.  In exploring the play, students are 

guided to learn and develop both their reading and writing skills rela-

tive to the stimulus of a play.  Particular emphasis will be placed on the 

study of characters in the play.  

A film version of the play will be used to support reading within the 

classroom. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 Outline: Extended learning for this particular unit of work takes the 

form of individual homework tasks that students are expected to com-

plete on a weekly basis.  The type of task set would be at the discretion 

of the teacher but would include the following examples:  

Worksheets to develop understanding  

Extending notes onto formal writing.  

Drafting and redrafting written work.  

This leads to the completion of a piece of coursework based on the play.  

Students will be expected to complete the coursework to meet both the 

set deadline and their individual target.

Unit/Topic: Speaking and listening   Type (No of) Tasks: Individual tasks  

Time Allocation: 3 weeks (2 lessons per week)   Time Allocation: 30 - 60 mins per week.  

Outline: In this unit students will explore the fundamental knowledge, 

skills and techniques required to complete a speaking and listening task 

that will be assessed as part of their examination.  

Students will be required to demonstrate their ability to:  

Communicate with increasing independence and clarity.  

Listen and develop understanding through talk.

 Outline: Extended learning for this unit of work is designed to support 

preparation for the examination task.  It takes the form of individual 

homework tasks that students are expected to complete on a weekly 

basis. 

The type of task set would be at the discretion of the teacher but 

would include the following examples:  

Drafting and redrafting written work to be used a basis for task.  

Practice of spoken task at home (parental support).

Time Allocation: 6 - 8 weeks   Time Allocation: 30 - 60 minutes weekly  

Outline: This particular unit focuses on the development of writing 

skills.  In this unit students will explore and develop the fundamental 

knowledge, skills and techniques required to meet the demands of the 

coursework.  

Students will be required to demonstrate their ability to:  

Write in a variety of forms.  

Communicate clearly.
