The unit will develop the
skills of poetry analysis that students will need for Section C of the Literature
Paper. From this they will develop a piece of written coursework that com-
pares two poems. One of which must be from a culture other than English.
This piece will count towards both English and English Literature GCSE.

'To do well in this coursework students need to be able to write about the
poemds content, the poetds ideas and
language, form and structure to develop ideas. They must be able to support
their ideas with close reference to the poems and be able to compare the po-
ems.

Curriculum Learning

Unit/Topic: GCSE Coursework: Argue, persuade/Analyse, Review

Time Allocation: 4 - 6 weeks

Outline: In this unit students will explore the fundamental knowledge, skills

and techniques required in transactional writing. They will be required to ei-
ther express their views and opinions
choice e.g. views for and against animal testing or to write a review on an issue
or place of interest.

The writing will take the form of a pair of letters for and against the issue

being studied or a speech or leaflet or magazine article.

Students will examine various forms of transactional writing in order to de-
velop the skills and techniques required for this piece of coursework and for
Paper 2 WJEC English.

Time Allocation: 4 - 6 weeks

Type (No of) Tasks: Individual tasks weekly coursework

Outline: In this unit students will explore a short story or novel written be-
fore 1914. The unit will develop skills of text analysis and reading for meaning
that students will need for Section A of Paper 1 in the exam. The study will
lead to a piece of coursework in which the student will need to show some
awareness of the historical, social and cultural context in which the story/
novel was written and explore and evaluate the ways in which meaning, ideas
and feelings are conveyed through language, structure and form. Students
must be able to support their ideas with close reference to the text.

This piece of coursework counts towards their GCSE English Literature.

Outline: Extended learning for this unit of work centres around the successful
completion of a piece of GCSE coursework. Students will be expected to com-
plete the coursework to meet both the set deadlines and their individual attain-

ment targets.

Students will receive on -going written feedback throughout the unit of work and
will be expected to redraft their work following feedback.

. Background research of the historical area.

. Comprehension questions on the story/novel.
