Curriculum Learning   Extended Learning  

Unit/Topic: Novel   Type (No of) Tasks: Examination Preparation  

Time Allocation: 6 - 8 weeks   Time Allocation: 30 - 60 mins/week  

Outline: This unit of work centres on work surrounding a novel that is being 

studied for coursework.  In exploring the novel, students are guided to learn 

and develop both their reading and writing skills relative to the stimulus of the 

novel.  Particular emphasis will be placed on the study of characters in the 

novel. 

A film version of the novel may be used to support the reading within the 

classroom.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 Outline: Extended Learning for this particular unit of work takes the form of 

individual homework tasks that students are expected to complete on a weekly 

basis.  The type of task set would be at the discretion of the teacher but would 

include the following examples.  

 

Worksheets to develop understanding of characters and plot.  

Research on themes arising from the novel.  

Preparation of questions for hot seating characters.  

Drafting and redrafting written work.  

Worksheets to develop particular techniques.  

 

This leads to the completion of a piece of coursework based on the novel.  Stu-

dents will be expected to complete the coursework to meet both the set dead-

lines and their individual targets.

Unit/Topic: Skills and Techniques for Entry Level One exam   Type (No of) Tasks: Examination preparation  

Time Allocation: 6 - 8 weeks   Time Allocation: 30 - 60 mins/week  

Outline: This unit of work develops the skills and techniques required by stu-

dents to successfully tackle the entry level exam.  

In this unit students will learn the skills required to respond to non -fiction 

texts.  They will learn how to retrieve information, locate detail, respond in 

detail to questions posed, give accurate reasons for choices made and write in 

a lively accurate way.  

 

 

 Outline: Extended Learning for this particular unit of work takes the form of 

individual homework tasks that students are expected to complete on a weekly 

basis.  The type of task set would be at the discretion of the teacher but would 

include the following examples.  

 

Worksheets to develop particular technical skills e.g punctuation, vocabu-

lary, sentence structure.  

Exploration of non fiction and media texts.  

Questions and writing tasks from past papers  

Practice at filling in forms and writing envelopes  

Drafting and redrafting of recount writing.

Unit/Topic: Writing/Speaking to Argue/Persuade/Advise   Type (No of) Tasks: Individual tasks  

Time Allocation: 6 - 8 weeks   Time Allocation: 45 - 60 mins/week  

Outline: In this unit students learn how to develop their formal letter writing 

skills and persuasive speech.  They work on a number of speaking and listening 

topics which will enhance their confidence  prior to their exam.

Students will be involved in a variety of activities including:  

Read the short story and answer questions on it.  

Use the story as a basis for drama activities in hot seating the charac-

ters and taping a conversation between the old man and his daughter in 

order to demonstrate their understanding of the story and characters.  

Write a diary entry for the Old Mans Diary.  

 

All these activities will count towards the students coursework in Reading, 

Writing and Speaking and Listening as well as developing the reading and writ-

ing skills required in the examination at entry level.
