Curriculum Learning

Unit/Topic: Pop Music

Time Allocation: 8 - 12 weeks

Outline: In this unit, students will discover...

U how pop music has many different genres with their own conventional
features

U how audiences consume pop music in different ways

o how record companies and the music press market and publicise stars
and their music

o how the stereotypical representations of pop stars are changing

Teaching and learning will involve students in individual, paired and group work,
analysing music, pop music videos and the media press. There is the potential

to complete two pieces of coursework within this unit. (Three pieces overall

are required for the course). This could include an analysis based on the com-

parison of two pop music videos from different eras. Students will also re -
invent themselves as imagined pop stars, producing a page for a magazine fea-
turing an interview with themselves.

Outline: In this unit Students will discover...

U How films use narrative devices, such as flashback, and camera tech-
niques to convey meaning

o How audiences classify films by recognising their genre characteristics

o How institutions and organisations promote and regulate films

o How gender roles are represented in films and film posters

Teaching and learning will involve students in individual, paired and group work,
analysing films, institutions and film posters. There is the potential to com-
plete two pieces of coursework within this unit. (Three pieces overall are re-
quired for the course). This could include an analysis based on two different
film openings from different eras and genres. Students could also produce
their own film poster.

Teaching and learning will involve students in individual, paired and group work,
analysing television and its audience. There is the potential to complete two
pieces of coursework within this unit. (Three pieces overall are required for

the course). This could include a storyboard featuring their own T.V drama.
Students could also film an opening section, appearing in their own imagined T.V
drama.

o How audiences are targeted and retained by newspapers

o How the content of a newspaper is influenced by both the institutions

o How the representation of individuals and groups in a newspaper de-

pends on its viewpoint

analysing films, institutions and film posters. There is the potential to com-

plete two pieces of coursework within this unit. (Three pieces overall are re-
quired for the course). This could include an analysis based on two newspapers
from different eras. Students could also design and/or create a page for a
newspaper aimed at young people.
