Curriculum Learning  Extended Learning 

Unit/Topic: Hinduism  Type (No of) Tasks: Individual tasks 

Time Allocation: 6 weeks (3 lessons a week)  Time Allocation: 30ð 40 minutes per week 

Outline: This particular unit centres around learning about and learning from 

the religion of Hinduism In studying this unit, students are guided to develop 

the key skills in R.E., including reflection, investigation, empathy, synthesis and 

forming and discussing opinions on issues. 

Key areas of study include: 

Hindu beliefs about God, including understanding why there are thou-

sands of gods and goddesses in Hinduism 

Knowing the story of the Ramayana and how this is celebrated in the 

festival of Divali 

Understanding Hindu beliefs in practice (about life after death) and 

comparing these with Christian views and their own views. 

The life and work of a great Hinduð Mahatma Gandhi 

 

 Outline: Extended learning for this particular unit takes the form of individual 

homework tasks that students are expected to complete on a weekly basis. The 

type of task set would be at the discretion of the teacher but would include the 

following examples: 

Researching issues connected to the lesson 

Reflecting, forming and recording opinions on issues, justifying and giving 

reasons for these opinions. 

Learning important key specialist words in the topic 

Worksheets to further thinking on issues studied.

Understanding why Christianity has split into many denominations. 

Learning about several different denominations, including Catholic, An-

glican, Orthodox, Baptist and Quaker Church. 

Designing an interð denominational Church for the denominations listed 

above.
