Unit/Topic: Buddhism  Type (No of) Tasks: Individual tasks 

Time Allocation: 6 weeks (3 lessons a week)  Time Allocation: 30ð 40 minutes per week 

Outline: This particular unit centres around learning about and learning from 

the religion of Buddhhism.In studying this unit, students are guided to develop 

the key skills in R.E., including reflection, investigation, empathy, synthesis and 

forming and discussing opinions on issues. 

Key areas of study include: 

The life of Siddartha Gotama (the Buddha) 

The teachings of the Buddha 

Symbolism in Buddhism 

Investigating the key question ôShould animals be used for food?õ 

Researching- ôWhy do Buddhist monks lead disciplined lifestyles?õ
