What is sex for and what attitudes do people have to sex, including reli-

gious ones. 

The differing views of two religious traditions to the use of contracep-

tionð Catholic and Anglican  

Consideration of the purpose of marriage and looking at the concept of 

arranged marriages.  

Exploring the reasons why couples divorce and identifying two differing 

religious traditions, views on this ð Catholic and Anglican
